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Curriculum News


After Easter our topic will be ‘In the Garden’. This learning will include exploring the story ‘Jack and the Beanstalk’ in detail and also finding out about mini-beasts. 


Some of the learning opportunities will include:


exploring stories in detail by looking at sequencing main parts, discussing characters and making predictions


opportunities to discuss emotions and behaviours by reading stories such as ‘The Bad Tempered Ladybird’, The Very Greedy Bee’, ‘The Very Busy Spider’,’ The Very Ugly Bug’, ‘The Very Friendly Firefly’ etc


answering open ended questions and developing thinking skills


lots and lots of counting and recognising numbers


recognising and sharing emotions in different contexts


ordering and sequencing for size and using language associated with size


identifying patterns and copying patterns (look for patterns in magazines or at home –wallpaper, socks, duvets, clothes etc)


caring for living things-plants and animals


producing models using junk materials


talking about similarities and differences in objects


learning about opposites 


making observations about the environment/materials-wood/plastic/glass etc


lots of physical activities to develop skills such as throwing, catching, hopping, jumping, skipping etc


As with all topics the learning is endless and the children have so many great ideas of their own to share with us too.


The children will also be encouraged to think about all the people in the community who help them and the jobs that these people do.
